- Before removing the dashboard upper body, the dashboard and 
switches need to be removed. The dashboard and switches are in 
a clamping structure. After pulling out the switches and dashboard, 
the connected cables needs to be pulled out.

 ∥ Remove the gearshift ball head (a) from gearshift lever 
(b).

 ∥ Remove the lower panel (a) from the vehicle body (b). 
A total of 13 parts.

 ∥ Seven self-tapping ST4.2×13 screws, six hexagon flange 
M6×12 bolts.

 ∥ Remove the bolt (a) from the engine (b), drain out the 
coolant, then tighten the bolt (a) to engine (b).

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 ∥ Pass the front side of the outlet port front to back 
through the heater panel. Tighten the back side of the 
outlet port with its front side by hand and secure it on 
the heater panel.

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 ∥ Drill four holes at the marked points of the front fender 
with a drill M8.

 ∥ Secure the air heater outlet pipe (3) to the outlet port 
with the clamp d60, use the fastening tool to tighten 
the bolt of the clamp d60.

 ∥ Use φ28 hole opener to make two holes for water pipes 
at the marked point on the front fender.

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 ∥ Connect the air line (1), the air heater pipe (2), and 
the air heater pipe connector (4) together. Put two 
A-type screw clamp 78-101 (8) on the connector, then 
connect the air heater pipe to the air heater outlet port 
without tightening it first.

 ∥ Paste the front outlet tape (11) on the air line. The 
picture shows it should align with the upper edge.

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 ∥ In the front end of the heating cable, first hang the 
heating cable on the frame tube according to the 
direction of the yellow arrow as shown in the picture.

 ∥ Arrange the cable as shown in the picture. Arrange 
the middle section of the heating cable with the 
winch cable. The ground and the positive branch are 
arranged on the right side, and the branch of the stop 
valve is arranged on the left side, and the stop valve 
connect to the end point.

 ∥ In the middle and front sections of the heating cable, 
secure the heating cable and the winch cable with tie 
band (16) and cut off the excess part with diagonal 
cutting plier.

 ∥ In the middle and rear sections of the heating cable, 
secure the heating cable and the winch cable with tie 
band (16) and cut off the excess part with the diagonal 
cutting plier.

The cable rubber sleeve (b) should be flush with the yellow 
embedded nut (a).

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 ∥ Secure the right branch of the heating cable, the winch 
cable and the main cable with the threaded tie band (a) 
and cut off the excess part with the diagonal cutting 
plier.

 ∥ Arrange the cable as indicated by the arrow at the 
bifurcation of the rear section of the heating cable.

  ASSEMBLY and INSTALLATION

 ∥ Secure the left branch of the heating cable and the 
main cable with the threaded tie band (a) and cut off 
the excess part with the diagonal cutting plier.

 ∥ Secure the left branch of the heating cable and the 
main cable with the same coil.
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 ∥ Secure the green ground wire of the heating cable 
together with other red ground wires.

 ∥ Secure the red ground wire of the heating cable and 
other red ground wires to the positive electrode.

 ∥ Pass the heating cable through the open hole of the 
front fender to the cab, and insert the rubber ring of 
the heating cable into the front fender hole to ensure 
sealing.

 ∥ Secure the heating switch plug clip(a) and the 
temperature switch plug clip(b) on the air line.

 ∥ Open the coolant inlet (a) and fill 4.5-4.7L coolant.

 ∥  Secure the air heater inlet pipe 8 (36) to the lower port 
of the engine thermostat seat (49) with the clamp, use 
the fastening tool to tighten the clamp bolt.
